Monday, May 17 through Thursday, May 20, the right lane of US 41 northbound and southbound near 

the WIS 76 interchange will be closed from 7 p.m. to 6 a.m. and speed limits in the area reduced to 55 

miles per hour.  

 

Also starting Monday, May 17 through Thursday May 20, various lanes of US 41 northbound and 

southbound between 9th Avenue and WIS 44 will be closed from 9 p.m. to 5 a.m. to allow construction 

of  the future 20th Avenue overpass.
