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Menominee Park Beach is Open

(Oshkosh, WI.) The Menominee Park beach re-opened on Wednesday, August
25th and will remain open after a one day closure because water samples
showed high levels of E. coli.

Testing guidelines require daily testing until the results come back satisfactorily
after a closure, which they did after the first re-test.

The sample that was taken on Monday and reported to the city on Tuesday
showed E. coli levels of 1,732.9 cfu/100 ml and the test taken on Tuesday and
reported to the city on Wednesday showed E. coli levels of only 7.2 cfu/100 ml.

Another test will be performed on Monday as part of the regular testing schedule.
