DEATHS 
► SOAK THE CONTENTS OF YOUR ASHTRAYS IN 

WATER BEFORE DISPOSING OF THEM 
► NEVER SMOKE IN BED 
 
ELECTRICITY 
► NEVER OVERLOAD EXTENSION CORDS 
► IF POSSIBLE, AVOID USING EXTENSION CORDS ALTOGETHER—USE 

POWER STRIPS INSTEAD 
 
CANDLES 
► NEVER LEAVE A LIT CANDLE UNATTENDED 
 
KIDS 
► KEEP MATCHES & LIGHTERS OUT OF KIDS HANDS 
 
SMOKE ALARMS 
► WORKING SMOKE ALARMS HAVE SAVED MORE 

LIVES THAN FIREFIGHTERS EVER WILL 
► TEST YOUR SMOKE ALARMS ONCE A MONTH 
► REPLACE THE BATTERY TWICE A YEAR
